Our generous partners are mak-
ing a difference in the village of 
Kolamguda, India. This village is 
located in a forest where people 
have been facing a food crisis. 
Our team pastors in India heard 
of this need and prepared 25 
packs of groceries and delivered 
them. The Gospel was shared, 
and many were in tears because 
they experienced the love of 
Christ through this outreach. 
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HI went to bed one night 
recently, and suddenly, I felt 
the sensation of  someone 
strongly shaking me, and 
I heard the words, “Wake 
up!” I didn’t know what was 

happening. I thought it was Richard 
shaking me. But when I sat up in bed, 
I realized I had just had a strong, pro-
phetic dream. So, I did what I always 
do… I grabbed a pen and paper and 
began to write it down.

In the vision, I saw a hammer and a 
crystal pitcher. The Lord said, “See 
the crystal pitcher? It’s holding milk 
and honey. The pitcher represents the 
United States—a Promised Land—
and its leadership, the President. 
The President can be hard and he’s 
valuable (just like the container), but 
what’s being held inside the container 
(our country’s borders) is also very 
valuable.

Statue of Liberty sticking in the ground by a fence. It 
had been painted, so it wasn’t the same color as the 
lady who stands in the harbor in New York City. I 
thought, “Well that’s unusual.” 

As I drove past, I heard the Lord speak in my 
heart and say, “The spirit of America.” And I said, 

“What?” The Lord said to me again, “The spirit 
of America.” And then I felt a message come into 
my heart that I want to share with you. America 
began with a group of people who risked life, family, 
and fortune to forge a new land where they could 
worship the Lord God Almighty in spirit and in 
truth. It exists today because people are always 
looking for a way to be free. Everybody wants to be 
free. But freedom isn’t “free.” There is a cost to it 
that we have to embrace if we want to enjoy freedom 
the way God intends.

Freedom Has a Price

Freedom is not the right to do what 
you want; it’s the responsibility to 
do what is right. It’s the responsibility 
to protect the sanctity 
of life of every man, 
woman, and child. For 
Jesus Himself said, “Let 
the little children come to Me,

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DIRECTIONS

Boil sweet potato whole or in large 
chunks in skin for 35 to 50 minutes, 
or until done. Remove the skin by 
running under water or letting it cool 
and pulling it off.

In a large bowl, add the butter to the 
cooked sweet potatoes. Mix well with 
a hand mixer (stand mixer will work 
too, but it’s more difficult). Stir in milk, 
eggs, sugar, nutmeg, cinnamon and 
vanilla. Beat until mixture is smooth, 
no lumps, at medium speed. Pour 
filling into an unbaked pie crust.

Bake at 350 degrees F for 55 to 60 
minutes, or until done (knife inserted 
in center comes out clean). Pie will 
puff up when baking and then sink 
down as it cools; that’s normal.

INGREDIENTS

1-2  sweet potatoes 
	 (1 pound total by weight)
½ cup butter, softened (2 sticks)
½ cup milk
½ cup white sugar
½ cup brown sugar (packed)
2 eggs
¾ teaspoon ground cinnamon
½ teaspoon ground nutmeg
1 ½ teaspoons vanilla extract
1 (9-inch) unbaked pie crust 
	 (freezer section at the grocery 

store)

INGREDIENTS

1 stick butter
2–5 tablespoons flour (watch your 

roux; adjust accordingly. See 
directions).

1–1½ cups milk (watch your roux; 
adjust milk as needed for 
consistency)

1/3-½ cup chicken stock
salt and pepper to taste

1 package frozen mixed veggies
2 cups cooked chopped chicken
¼ teaspoon garlic powder
½ teaspoon paprika
1 can refrigerated dough biscuits

DIRECTIONS

Make a roux (a base for your sauce) 
by melting the butter and whisking in 
flour until blended, then add milk to 
make the “béchamel” sauce. 

Add stock and seasonings. Add frozen 
veggies and chicken to saucepan, and 
stir. Season as needed. Heat mixture 
through gently.

Dish into individual ramekins* 
(individual ceramic baking dishes), 
filling just over half full. Cover with the 
refrigerated biscuit dough, placing 
one biscuit on top of each ramekin of 
chicken mixture.

Place ramekins on a sheet pan lined 
with foil. Bake at 350 degrees for 
12–14 minutes or until biscuits are 
golden.

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I was talking to a friend of  
mine not long ago who 
works with our ministry as a

So many times we think, I’ve 
got to pray about this problem, 
or I’ve got to pray about that 
situation in our own lives. And, 
yes, I agree with that. There’s 
nothing wrong with praying for 
your own needs or the needs of  
your loved ones.

But I believe God was 
showing me that there is an

additional way we can pray, because 
when we pray for one another 
according to James 5:16—when 
we plant that prayer as a seed of  
our faith—the healing can come 
harvested back to us.

MOTIVATED BY LOVE
A Scripture that I believe can 

give us great insight into the heart 
of  God is Matthew 6:33 nkjv 
which says: Seek first the kingdom of  
God and His righteousness, and all these 
things shall be added to you.

The word righteousness in 
that verse can be translated as 
meaning “God’s way of  doing 
and being.” And we know 
according to Isaiah 55:9 that God’s 
ways are higher than our ways and His 
thoughts are higher than our thoughts. 

When a friend was going 
through something difficult in 
a relationship, I was concerned 
about her. As I was praying for 
her need, I felt God telling me to 
pray for those who acted unkind, 
and I encouraged her to do the 
the same thing, according to 
Matthew 5:43-45 nkjv: Love your 
enemies, bless those who curse you, do 
good to those who hate you, and pray 
for those who spitefully use you and 
persecute you, that you may be sons of  
your Father in heaven.

Then the Lord showed me that 
everything in His kingdom works 

by love. 
Galatians 
5:6 tells us 
that even 
our faith 
works by 
love. If  we 
cannot love 
the unlovely, I believe that often 
our prayers can be hindered. It 
could be just idle chatter that 
we’re saying if  our heart is not in 
it.

But God tells us that when 
we pray in love, especially for 
the unlovely and those who 
despitefully use us, He’s going to 
call us His children. I believe that 
means He’s going to take care of  
us, as He promised in Matthew 
6:33 nkjv when He said, All these 
things you have need of  shall be added 
to you.

So, what does God want us to 
pray today? We can say, “God, 
who do You want me to pray for 
today?” and begin seeking first 
the kingdom of  God as we pray 
for His will to be manifested 
in this earth as it is in heaven 
(Matthew 6:10). Then I believe 
we can expect God to call us His 
children and to minister back 
to us in the way we need it the 
most.
